CORVA was
highlighted as alongtime partner plus recognized as
beinginstrumental in the founding of the OHMVR
Division.

CORVA held a Celebration of Life for Ed Waldheim and
recognized the 50 year Anniversary of CORVA (This
isour 52nd year actually) in late November at Slash
X Ranch Café. We need to thank Mike McGarity for
ramrodding this event with the help of other Board
members and Volunteers. | would like to especially
thank Chris and Linda Waldheim for helping to make
this a very special event.

CORVA predates OHMVR by a couple of years. CORVA,
with the help of Bob Ham was very instrumental in
forming the OHMVR Division. It was Bob and others
that worked with off-roading Senator Eugene
Chappie, an environmentalist and Assemblyman

Ed Z'berg. The Chappie-Z'berg Act sought to find a
balance between off-highway recreation and the

protection of natural/cultural resources including
private property rights by promoting sustainable
motorized recreation. CORVA has been a partner
with OHMVR for the last 50 years and we continue to
help find sustainable solutions. This past legislative
year CORVA, with the help of others, settleda 20

plus year battle over the Alameda-Tesla Expansion
property at Carnegie SRVA. We had never been able
toride in the expansion areasince its purchase by the
OHMVR Division, and due primarily to one litigious
neighbor, we were never going to be able to enjoy
the property. Personally I'm not happy about losing
theland, although | feel we came out ahead on the
deal. In exchange for the Carnegie Alameda-Tesla
Expansion Area the OHV Trust Fund will get 28.5
million dollars and the Division gets to build new
SRVA's (yes, the language says SVRA's, as in multiple
SVRA’s) on State Park owned land. This means we

do not have to purchase land for the new motorized
parks. The law even says the Henry W. Coe State Park
would be a possible location for a new SRVA. | have
noillusions thatit will be an easy battle introducing
OHV’s into State Parks, but now we have a law that
says thisis possible. It is going to be up to us, the

OHV Community, to make this happen. There will be
many workshops and public meetings that we will
need to be involved with to make this areality. The
reauthorization of the OHMVR Commission was also
included in this billand has now become a permanent
Commission. We will not have to go to the legislature
every five to ten years and battle to reinstate the
OHMVR Commission. In addition, CORVA also worked
to get two more bills passed which you can read about
in the Legislation Report.

The Importance of Partnerships

As off-roaders we've always depended on
partnerships to keep our trails open and areas
accessible for motorized recreation.

The average OHV enthusiast would imagine most of
these are formalized partner agreements, but would
be surprised to know many others are informal, and
lack any legal documentation that would protect long
term motorized access to their favorite areas

If we start at the top of the proverbial land
management food chain, both the Forest Service
and BLM have formal agreements with the state

of Californiain regards to laws specially relating to
off-road vehicle use, and with many county Sheriff
departments for enforcement of these laws. There
are informal agreements between federal agencies
and non-profit organizations, clubs and other
groups of volunteers to help with operations and
maintenance of off-road trails and areas that are still
criticallyimportant to keeping trails open, but have
continued year after year based on little more than a
handshake agreement.

For example, formal agreements between the state
of California and Bureau of Land Management (BLM)
cede management authority on BLM areas adjacent
to both Ocotillo Wells and Onyx Ranch SVRA’s to the
state, to allow unimpeded travel for enthusiasts.
Both federal agencies, the Forest Service and BLM,
also have formal partnerships with the state to
abide by state statute in regards to water runoff,
sedimentation, soil erosion and air quality.

Most disconcerting are the quasi-backroom
agreements between both federal land management
agencies and the state where the federal agencies

have agreed to comply with not only the higher
environmental standards in California statute, but
also the general direction of California state politics.
This could include anything from Governor Newsom’s
executive order on phasing out gasoline vehicles or
the conservation measure known as 30x30, that was
released in an executive orderin 2020. Compliance
with the political climate in California is not widely
known or talked about openly but does exist.

CORVA has fought against proposals brought by

the State Water Quality Control Board to the Forest
Service. Overzealous individuals tried to create
stringent regulations for vehicle use in the 18
national forests in California that would have made
off-roading virtually impossible. Together with our
partners, CORVA prevailed in our efforts at that time,
and we still monitor water quality issues closely.

The more informal agreements between agencies
and enthusiasts sometimes have the greatest impact
on the enjoyment of off-road recreation on public
land throughout the state. Groups such as Friends of
Jawbone and Rubicon Trail Foundation are non-profit
organizations that were formed with the purpose

of protecting and preserving motorized travel for
specific areas. Other organizations like Friends

of Ocotillo Wells and Friends of Frank Raines OHV
Park are dedicated to providing assistance with the
management of parks offering off-road recreation.
Made up of volunteers, groups like these are critical
to the operation and maintenance of motorized
recreation in these parks.

CORVA Land Use Report, Nov-Dec 2021

Oceano Dunes Background

The California Coastal Commission adopted the staff
recommendation to change the terms of the ODSVRA
Coastal Development Permit at their meeting on
March 18.

The staff report called for a phase out OHV use at the
SVRA over 3 years.

Use of the SVRA allowed by the revised permit would
include car camping between Grand and Pier Avenues
above the high tide line but not south of Pier Ave. The
Pier Avenue entrance would be permanently closed
effective July1,2022.

No motor vehicles would be allowed into the SVRA
after)an1,2024, other than the camping area, and
all fenced areas would be closed to entry after Jan 1,
2024,

The Park will remain open until Jan1,2024, with
camping limited to 1000 units. This will be reduced
to 500 units beginning Jan 1,2024. Exactly how the
park would be managed between July 1,2021,and Jan
1,2024, remains unknown. The staff report suggests
a phased closure to OHV use of one mile of beach per
year beginning at the southern end of the park.

In addition, Parks was informed that the PWP needs
extensive revisions and that some elements were not
approvable. Any reduction in the size of the Plover/
Tern exclosure sites was rejected. The seasonal
exclosures will need to be made permanent with 300
acres for the main exclosure.

Friends of Oceano Dunes File
Multiple lawsuits against the Coastal
Commission, State Parks, and the
APCD

The first lawsuits filed by the Friends were recently
consolidated into a single lawsuit due to overlapping
claims. These lawsuits state that the CCC failed to
follow provisions of the California Environmental
Quality Act (CEQA).

In May 2021, the Friends of Oceano Dunes (Friends)
filed a third lawsuit, the "Quiet Title" lawsuit arguing
that state law mandates that OHV recreation, beach
driving and camping are permanent uses at the
Oceano Dunes that cannot be banned by any agency.

More recently the Friends of Oceano Dunes, on

Sept. 24, filed a lawsuit alleging that the Coastal
Commission "exceeded the agency’s authority"

by adopting a revised staff report that detailed the
March action taken by the commissioners, according
to the complaint.



Friends of Oceano Dunes win lawsuit
against Air Pollution Control District
Rule 1001.

November 16,2021 - ASan Luis Obispo Superior court
ruling awarded Friends of the Oceano Dunes $121,241
for attorney’s fees and court costs for litigation the
group filed objecting to the San Luis Obispo County
Air Pollution Control Board’s (APCD) agreement to
implement its dust rule. The dust rule requires state
parks to reduce the particulate matter blowing from
the Oceano Dunes State Vehicular Recreation Area or
face fines of $1,000 per day.

The court ruled that the agreement is void because it
effectively changed Rule 1001 by making it tougher
on State Parks without subjecting the change to a
public hearing. Instead, the APCD Board adopted
the agreementin "closed session" out of view of the
publicand without publicinput.

The APCD has faced multiple lawsuits pertaining
toitsdustrule and regulation of the Oceano Dunes
off-road riding area, many of which they have lost.
The APCD hasincurred costs of $2 million fighting
the lawsuits.

Other concerns that may show up in these lawsuits
include accessibility for people with disabilities and
the economicimpact of the decision.

Jim Suty of the Friends of Oceano Dunes said that
phasing out vehicular use on the dunes will prevent
people with disabilities from accessing the beach.

In terms of the economic impact, Suty said that based
on a similar decision to prohibit vehicular access at
Guadalupe dunes, he thinks itis unlikely that the
beach will maintain the same level of economic
activity after vehicular access has been restricted.

"Let us analyze the town of Guadalupe to the south
of the park. They were told in 1982 when the dunes
would be closed off that they would get all this
eco-tourism and their town flourish with all the eco-
tourism. It has not happened. It failed," Suty said.

APCD Hearing Board Approves
Annual Report and Work Plan

Inarelated development, the San Luis Obispo County
APCD approved DPR’s Annual Report and Work

Plan (AWRP). Thisis a critical step that DPR must
meet. Unfortunately, approval of the AWRP was
conditional on implementing dust control measures
on an additional 90 acres of the SVRA, which includes
closing the acreage to both camping and OHV use.

Upcoming January 5th Superior
Court Trial

In response to the multiple lawsuits filed by the
Friends of Oceano Dunes, the Coastal Commission
and State of California attorneys filed a demurrer.
Ahearingis set for Jan. 5in San Luis Obispo County
Superior Court, during which Judge Tana Coates may
decide to sustain the demurrer, meaning Friends

of Oceano Dunes may be able to revise their case. If
Judge Coates decides to overrule the demurrer, then
the caseis allowed to proceed as is.

Next steps: The APCD Hearing Board
meeting Mar 23,2022.

This meeting will address Work Plan progress as well
asrevising the Stipulated Order of Abatement.



Summary

There has been substantial progress in reducing

PM 10 emissions at the Dunes using dust control
measures. This comes at a high cost to park users,
with the projected loss of 500 acres of riding area,
areduction of approximately 50% of the remaining
riding area. The target of a 50% reduction in
emissions remains elusive currently but appears to be
within reach. Whether or not this will allow the SVRA
to remain open remains to be seen.

Carnegie SVRA Update

In August the OHV Commission voted to rescind their
approval of the Carnegie SVRAEIR and General Plan
because the General Plan did not comply with CEQA,
and ordered a preemptory writ of mandate barring
the revised General Plan.

The Carnegie EIR and General Plan was revised
toinclude both the expansion area as well as the
existing SVRA. Recission of the General Plan left the
existing SVRAwith the original Carnegie General Plan
that was certified in the 1981.

This has touched off a legal battle between DPR and
the Connollys, who seek to close the SVRA until a
revised General Plan can be prepared and certified.
DPR has sought a legal opinion about possibly of
operating the SVRAunder the 1981 General Plan. This
question is presently unresolved.

AB 155 - possible future SVRAs?

Although AB 799 (Bauer-Kahn) had enough support
to pass the legislature, and to place the bill on the
Governor’s desk for signature, the issue changed
significantly when AB 155 was proposed as a partial
solution to the problem.

Earlier this year Governor Newsom signed AB 155,
Although this bill ensures that the Carnegie Tesla

Expansion property will be closed to any future
motorized use it also included important provisions
that have could a very positive effect on OHV
Recreation in California. The content of the bill is
described below.

The bill would transfer $1,000,000 from the General
Fund to the State Parks and Recreation Fund to
determine the best use of the land, as specified. The
bill would transfer $29,800,000 from the General
Fund to the Off Highway Motor Vehicle Trust Fund

to be used for the acquisition and development of
properties to expand off-highway vehicle recreation,
as provided. The Tesla property will become a new
state park closed to motorized recreation upon
approval.

When considering acquisition and development of
properties to expand off-highway vehicle recreation
opportunities, the department may prioritize
properties that have potential to serve large urban
areas such as the Bay Area and Central Valley, offer
potential recreational opportunities for off highway
vehicle recreation, and potential opportunities for
motorized access to nonmotorized recreation.

Properties for consideration may include areas within
existing State Parks and State Recreation Areas,
including, but not limited to, Henry Coe State Park.
The department shall not consider the Alameda-
Tesla Expansion Area in this process.

This bill would provide an available and equitable
alternative for the loss of the Tesla property as an
area for off-highway motor vehicle recreation.

The dramatic increase of motorized recreation
registrations during the Covid pandemic exacerbates
the critical need to supply this growing population
with sufficient areas to recreate.

CORVA s now looking forwards to the next 50 years.
We still have many issues including the Berryessa
Snow National Monument.

We were originally told that off-road recreation
would not be curtailed in the new monument, but
itis now being threatened. The West Mojave Travel
Management plan is under attack, plus Over-the-
Snow Travel Management is an ongoingissue. Be
sure to read the Land Use Report to understand all
theissues we work together to solve. Oceano Dunes
is still a hot topic with a recent court decision that the
local Air Quality Board did not adhere to their own
rulesin laying out the Stipulated Order of Abatement
that has determined actions over the past few years
at Oceano Dunes that has closed large areas of the
park. State Parks had signed on to this order, but with
the courtintervention we hope the division will step
away from this ill-advised agreement.

The long-awaited Scripps Institution of
Oceanography report on the dust issue at ODSRVA
has been released. From my quick read of the report
Scripps found that 10 percent or less of the dust is
from vehicles on the Dunes plus no toxins are in the
dust. The Stipulated Order of Abatement requires

State Parks to reduce the amount of dust coming off
the dunes by 50 percent. In my opinion the Scripps
report and the Court Decission makes the Stipulated
Order of Abatement null and void. | am not a lawyer
so CORVA will be consulting our lawyer so we can
assist State Parks in which every way we can.

The future of OHV in Californiais bright there are new
technologies being developed. Electric Jeeps, Side by
Sides and Motorcycles are here plus more are on their
way. These technologies will make it more difficult
for those who discriminate against us.

As we work to the future, we must not forget the
lessons the CORVA founder such as Bob Ham and Ed
Waldheim plus others taught us. We do not need to
reinvent Land Use we just need to all work together.
Thank you for supporting CORVA.

Throughout the state, every national forest has informal
adopt-a-trail agreements with clubs for maintenance
of off-road trails. These agreements, more than most
others are based on history and a handshake, but

most are not formalized. In fact, lately it has been very
difficult to get a volunteer agreement signed between
the Forest Service and a volunteer group.

This has become a big problem as manpower in federal
agencies has become greatly reduced over time. As
volunteers we want to take care of our trails but the
agencies are now openly rebuffing many attempts by
volunteers who want to help and maintain their favorite
roads, trails and areas by saying they just don’t have the
manpower to manage volunteers. For the agency, this
puts them in an additional bind, because match hours by
these same volunteers are critical to receiving road and
trail maintenance grants from the OHV Trust Fund.

This paradigm has to change, and CORVA is working
hard with partners who also want federal agencies to
create formal partnership agreements with volunteers
to manage and maintain off-road areas, road and trails.
But we need the help of everyone to identify the forests
that refuse the help of volunteers, or every BLM Field
Office that is less than enthusiastic about working with
volunteers.

Through life experiences we all learn that there are 2
sides to partnerships. There has to be a give and take
on both sides, and an understanding of all perspectives
of anissue. That said, we have to push to manage and
maintain our roads, trails and areas and protect them
wherever possible through formalized agreements.
These roads, trails and areas are integral to our OHV
opportunities in California, and it’s up to us to make a
difference. CORVA is working with federal agencies to
create a ‘Recreation Roundtable’ that will work directly
with agency personnel to advocate for your favorite OHV
road, trail and area. Through CORVA, every recreation
enthusiast will have a voice. Talk to us and be part of
the goal of formalizing our partnership agreements
with federal agencies. Even more critical may be the
opportunity to create a statewide database of all
formal and informal adopt-a-trail agreements with
agencies in California. We can host this on our CORVA
website. There are times that clubs are no longer able
to keep up with their adopt-a-trail obligations and
need other clubs to step in and help. Having a statewide
database will enable CORVA to monitor the health of
all of our OHV roads, trails and areas in California.

After racing many years, truck owners Scott Cimino
and David Cooke decided to try racing with Valley
Off Road Racing Association (VORRA) for the 2021
desert race series consisting of four different long
course races in various parts of the Northern Nevada
desert. The race vehicle is a heavily modified Ford
Rangerandraced in the Group T Sportsman class.
Based out of Bishop, California, the team is fairly
remote from mainstream race shops so all the race
preparation and fabrication is done by the owners
and team members, consisting of family and
friends. Just prior to the season, the truck received a

significant upgrade with a new fabricated full floating

9" rear housing, 40 spline axles,and 2.5" hubs, fresh
transmission, and top to bottom prep. The races

in order were the Hawthorne 275, Yerington 250,
Fallon 250, and the Yerington 300. The hard work
and preparation paid off with the team finishing
in1st placein classin all four races during the year
and taking the season championship in the Group

T Sportsman class. Thanks go out to the race team
supporters Racerswag.pro and SoCalFirePits.com.

Brad Rowan, pit captain, and Scott Cimino, driver of
record of the Dirt Circus Racing #44.0 truck.
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This proposed urban park would encourage family
recreation close to large population areas in both the
greater Bay Area and the Central Valley. Technology is
evolving in the motorized recreation segment to
include new forms of vehicular travel, including
electric powered OHVs and Henry Coe State Park
would provide an opportunity to explore the use of
renewable energy sources.

The Off Road Vehicle Legislative Coalition is
appreciative for the consideration exhibited in AB
155/SB 155 for the motorized enthusiast community.
The allocated funding in AB155/SB 155, and the
ability to pursue appropriate opportunities in existing
state park properties will help

accommodate the considerable increase in off-road
registrations during the past two years.

OHY Commission Update

Animportant provision of AB 155 is that the

bill removes the Jan1,2023, sunset date of the
Commission, making it permanent. It also revises and
recasts the makeup of the Commission, which was
the subject of protracted negotiations.

5090.15 is added to the Public Resources Code.

(a) Thereisin the department the Off-Highway
Motor Vehicle Recreation Commission, consisting of
nine members, five of whom shall be appointed by
the Governor and subject to Senate confirmation,
two of whom shall be appointed by the Senate
Committee on Rules, and two of whom shall be
appointed by the Speaker of the Assembly.

(b) In order to be appointed to the commission, a
nominee shall have expertise in or represent one of
the following interests:

(1) Off-highway vehicle recreation.

(2) Environmental protection.

(3) Motorized access to nonmotorized recreation.
(4) Law enforcement.

(5) Environmental restoration

(6) Health and safety.

(7) Rural landowners or residents.

(8) Biological or soil specializations.

(9) Public-at-large.

This is consistent with other provisions of SB 249
that established the permanence of the OHV Division
of State Parks. In the past the OHV Commission was
subject to periodic sunset review.

The OHV Commission Meeting Schedule for 2022 is
not yet posted.

Commissioner Whettam and Ted Cabral’s terms will
be expiringinJan 2022. They have been consistent
contributors to Commission discussions and will

be greatly missed. We have no information about
possible new appointments to fill their positions.

Commissioner Patricia Urena reappointed to OHV
Commission by Governor Newsom in 2022 so her
term continues until 2025.

We would like to congratulate Commissioner Urena
on her reappointment to the OHV Commission. She
was appointed by Governor Brown in January 2018
and is the current Chairperson of the commission,
having served with distinction as an active member
and strong advocate for the NYPUM Program
(National Youth Program Using Minibikes.



Our new OHMVR Commissioner, Tommy Randle,
previously served on the State Parks and Recreation
Commission. Afew of us had the opportunity to meet
Commissioner Randle at the 50 Year Celebration of
the OHMVR. He has a fascinating background having
spent most of his career at IBM and serving with

the Department of Commerce Bureau of the Census
during the 2012 census. We welcome Commissioner
Randle.

The next OHMVR Commission meeting will be a
virtual workshop, held December 9,2021, to discuss
the dust study being conducted by the Scripps
Institute.

California National Monument
Planning Update

Mojave Trails National Monument

On February 12,2016, President Barack Obama
designated three national monumentsin the desert
— Sand to Snow, Mojave Trails, and Castle Mountains.
The Mojave Trails National Monument, which was
placed under the management of the Bureau of Land
Management (BLM) by the Presidential Proclamation
that designated it. The Presidential Proclamations
alsorequired BLM to prepare a management plan for
Mojave Trails within three years of its designation.

Inthe fall of 2016, BLM held what it called
"envisioning" sessions for Mojave Trails. These
public meetings took place in several locations near
the monument and sought the public’s input on what
they wanted to see in a management plan for the
monument. BLM also hired a Monument Manager
for Mojave Trails and began seeking members of the
public who would be willing to serve on a Monument
Advisory Committee (which would be a subgroup

of the existing Desert Advisory Council). BLM was
on track to begin scoping meetings, but everything
came to a halt with the November 2016 election.

Under the Biden administration it appears that the
Administration will begin preparing a coalition of
conservation groups who decided to prioritize the
Mojave Trails National Monument Plan. They they
feltitis more threatened than the Sand to Snow
National Monument. Threatsinclude the Cadiz water
mining project, and a potentialamendment to the
Desert Renewable Energy Conservation Plan.

Fortunately, CORVAis well connected with the Desert
Advisory Committee and tracks BLM planning
projects very closely, so we are positioned to keep
you informed on developments of the Mojave Trails
Management Plan.

Snow Mountain Berryessa National
Monument

The BLM announced Travel planning for the Snow
Mountains-Berryessa National Monumentin
January of 2021. BLM Travel Planning involved public
workshops and interactive maps to collect route
specificcomments. This areaincludesimportant
areas traditionally used for OHV recreation such as
the Knoxville area and Lake Pillsbury.

The Monument also includes critically important
trails on the Mendocino National Forest that are

part of the Grindstone Ranger District, including

the Upper Lake, Cache Creek, and Stonyford areas.
Mendocino National Forest maintains a mature OHV
program with a designated OHV trail system. Possibly
because of these few changes to the Forest trail
system are being proposed, unlike the BLM managed
areas that will be managed as part of the National
Landscape Conservation System (NLCS).

<« Land Use Report, from

The national monument was created by

a proclamationissued on July 10,2015 by

President Barack Obama under the Antiquities

Act. Obama also signed proclamations creating

two other national monuments (the Basin and
Range National Monument in Nevada and the Waco
Mammoth National Monument in central Texas) the
same day. The monument will be jointly managed
by the Mendocino National Forest of the U.S. Forest
Service and the Bureau of Land Management.

The proclamation directed the Secretaries of the
Interior and Agriculture to manage the monument
pursuant to their respective applicable authorities,
meaning that lands administered by the Mendocino
National Forest are to be managed as part of the
National Forest System, while lands administered

by BLM shall be managed as a unit of its National
Landscape Conservation System. The agencies have
worked together to create a framework that allows
each agency toadhere toits planning requirements.
This enables both agencies to support each other
throughout the process, provide for ongoing use and
management of the monument and strengthening
public enjoyment and stewardship now and into the
future. Forest Service policy requires the Mendocino
National Forest to provide proper care and
management of the "objects of interest" described in
the presidential proclamation.

Wilderness Legislation Update

HR 2546 - Protecting America's Wilderness Act

With the Senate deliberating the administration
"Build Back Better" budget bill well into December

it doesn’t appear likely that HR 2546 will pass out of
committee or go to a vote in the Senate by the end of
this session.

This means the bill will need to be introduced and
considered by the 117th Congress next year.

An application sheet that would include
officers, contacts and chairpersons for events

An approved Safety Program in place for all
participants,and an approved waiver signed
by all participants for the event

Acheckin the amount of $495.00 designated
as their participation fee.

The club mustinclude CORVA on any permit
application needed for their event, since the
Certificate of Insurance will actually be issued
to CORVA, along with any language required
by the landowner/agency for the permit.
